HEALTH OUTREACH IN AYAPEL

With our hands on their hearts and a willingness
to serve, our team of professional volunteers,
(humanitarian evangelists) conducted another
Community & Medical Outreach, this time in the
town of Ayapel in north-western Colombia, from
October 28-31. This extremely poor community
has been terribly affected by the heavy rainy
season. They received not only medical
assistance, but also attention in legal issues,
social work, psychology, family counselling, oral
hygiene, haircuts, children's recreation, used
clothing and most importantly, God’s love.

Through evangelistic campaigns and by help
provided to meet their physical needs, the team
was able to speak with people about God's love
and the hope of salvation. Besides helping the
adults, this was an important opportunity to work
with the children in the community. Many of
them reported having been physically abused
and we ministered to them through inner
healing, telling them how much they are each
worth and how much God loves them. Over the
course of the three days, approximately 4,300
people were helped.

The outreach came to a close with a pact for
peace in which women widowed by the armed
conflict and abused or abandoned children had
the chance to express forgiveness towards their
aggressors.

We have been conducting these Community &
Medical Outreaches for 10 years now in
communities affected by the civil violence in
Colombia. We hold three outreaches each year,
with the goal of reaching people with “The Two
Handed Gospel;” telling them of Christ's love
with one hand and meeting their basic physical
needs with the other hand.

NEW BOYS AND GIRLS IN OUR HOMES

Our mission is to restore and protect the lives of
boys and girls that have been orphaned,
displaced, or otherwise victimized by the armed
conflict, as well as children at risk of prostitution,
abuse or neglect, using Christian principles as
our basis for a holistic upbringing.

As part of that .
mission, we received ‘
11 new children in
November: Cristian,
Sebastian, Esteban,
Camila, Valentina,
Sofia, Yuliana,

Andrea, Estefania,
Alejandra & Carolina.
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These new children come from backgrounds of
neglect, displacement, and poverty. With these
new additions, we have a total of 38 children in
our homes.
