Dear Friends, 
 
We try to keep our newsletters to just that, news.  
Regardless of needs we never want to be overbearing.  We 
share what is happening in the ministry and let people 
know how they can help, if so God leads.  However, this 
time we have a major crisis that needs to be 
addressed quickly. 
 
Recently, Colombian Social Services visited our ministry 
and informed us about NEW government regulations for 
all Children’s Homes.  These rules set a higher standard, 
and are for the good of the children; however the 
government only sets the rules and does NOT provide 
ANY aid to ministries to fulfill them. We have to meet 
these requirements in the next 2 months OR OUR 
HOMES WILL BE CLOSED; PERMANENTLY.   
 
We don’t want to be dramatic, but this is serious. We 
know of one Children’s Home that has already closed 
their doors and left their kids homeless.  The new 
regulations (among other things) require us to: 
   
- install a 100% industrial kitchen (all stainless steel 
fixtures, all surfaces tiled, new appliances etc).  We just 
remodelled our kitchen, but now we need to start all over.   
 
-  replace all of our cookware (pots, pans, etc) 
 
- remodel all of our bathrooms. 
 
-  replace all of our dishes with new, chip resistant plates, 
etc.  (We need place settings for 80 people). 
 
- have new mattresses, sheets, and leak proof covers for 
all of the beds. 
   

In total we need approx $25,000.00 US to meet the 
new requirements and we need the funds; NOW. 

 

If you have never partnered with our ministry, 
would you pray and ask God about being part of 

the solution to this crisis?  It will be a combination 
of many people giving $50, $200 or $500 or more

NEW BOYS AND GIRLS 
  

Early this year, four boys and three girls came into our 
ministry from backgrounds of risk and neglect, bringing 
the total in our homes to 43 children. The stories of two of 
these children are indicative: Rafael, age 10, and Luis, age 
7. These two brothers had been abandoned by their father 
and were driven from their homes by the civil conflict. 
They were living with their mother and an aunt in a run-
down house in deplorable conditions and in extreme 
poverty. Their mother is unable to work or provide for 
them due to a chronic varicose disease that inhibits her 
ability to walk.  
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MINI-DISCIPLESHIP TRAINING SCHOOL 
  

For the second year in a row, from January 10-20, in the 
town of Montelibano, we hosted a Mini-Discipleship 
Training School, which was attended by 18 students from 
the surrounding area. We taught these young people on a 
variety of subjects such as Evangelism, Missions, Biblical 
Worldview, the Missionary Call, Interpersonal 
Relationships, and Christian Character. Our goal was to 
inspire them to become a part of the missionary task given 
to the Disciples in the Gospels. A number of national and 
international speakers participated in the event, including 
Markus Buser, YWAM Colombia's national director.

HELP FOR FLOOD VICTIMS 

 
The Cauca River overflowed and flooded the Ayapel 
marshland late last year, taking with it crops, livestock, 
and belongings, and leaving in its wake over 2,000 
homeless families. Responding to the need, a team of 
twelve volunteers visited a number of the affected 
communities in Ayapel, such as Totumo and Cedro, from 
December 25-28. We aided some 738 families with food 
relief, drinking water, children's toys, gently-used 
clothing, and water purification treatments.
