In June we organized another

settlement of Villa Clemen. It was here that we
installed a well & clean water system last year. We
were accompanied by our customarily diverse team
of volunteers: doctors, nurses, pharmacists,
dentists, psychologists, social workers, lawyers,
evangelists, etc. In total we were able to touch the
lives of some 4700 individuals.

On the second day of the outreach, a young couple
from a small church in the area came, asking us to
go with them to visit a destitute family. As we
entered the house, we found an unkempt man
struggling to help his emaciated wife lift herself to a
sitting position from a mattress on the floor. Two
teenage boys watched us mutely from the corner.

We found out that she has long struggled with
physical disabilities, but they were recently
worsened when she was beaten by a neighbour. It

was sad to see them living in such a state, but as
we returned with a psychologist and an
environmental hygienist, it quickly became evident
that a large part of their misery was a result of their
own bad habits and unhealthy lifestyle.

With the help of the young couple we organized a
cleaning day, scrubbing the house from top to
bottom, collecting mounds of garbage from the
back yard, scouring every dish we could find, and
even washing and combing the crippled lady's hair.
Our counsellors spoke with the family, encouraging
them to put their boys in school, to follow up on the
wife's medical treatment and to maintain a cleaner
living space. Then they prayed with them.

We were able to encourage the young couple who
had come to us and offer them advice on how to
help this family recover their dignity. God doesn't
want anyone to live in such squalor, but rather,
desires to redeem and lift up those who are broken,
and lead them into a future of hope and salvation.

Jeison Ibarguen Cordoba was born into a family
of low economic means, one of nine siblings. After
his father was killed and the family was displaced
from their home by one of the illegal armed groups,
he arrived at our Bethel Boys' Home in 2004 when
he was 14 years old.
